Domesday Book Norfolk
Bowthorpe was part of Forehoe

Hagni held Bowthorpe before 1066, 2c of land.

Then 10 villagers, now 14; always 3 slaves

2 ploughs in lordship; 2 men’s ploughs.

Woodland, 16 pigs, meadow, 10 acres.

Always 1 mill; 7 pigs, 16 sheep

2 freemen appertain to this manor, 4 acres of land.

Value of the whole 40s; now 6 white pounds.

It has 3 furlongs in width and 3 in length, tax of 61/2p

Carucate = the amount of land that can be ploughed by an 8 oxen plough team in 1 year. Varies between 60 and 180 acres. Also called a Hide.
